Weather

Singapore experiences a hot and humid tropical
climate. The temperature typically ranges from
25°C(77°F) to 33°C(91°F).

. It is recommended to pack light, cool and
comfortable clothing.

. Indoor areas are often air-conditioned and
can be quite chilly. A light jacket or sweater
can be handy.

. Sudden rain showers are common in
Singapore; do remember to pack a small
umbrellal

The law

Singapore has strict laws against littering, the
sale of chewing gum, and smoking in public
areas. Please note that smoking is not allowed
in most indoor locations and at certain open
public spaces such as at the Orchard Road No
Smoking Zone.

By train

To get to the city, take the train from
Changi Airport MRT Station (CG2) to
Tanah Merah MRT Station (EW4),
then transfer to the East West Line
towards the direction of Tuas Link
MRT Station (EW33).

To take the MRT to the INTA
Conference, take the train from
Changi Airport MRT Station to Expo
MRT Station (CG1/DT35), then
transfer to the Downtown Line (Blue
Line) towards Bayfront MRT Station
(DT16/CC4), which is directly
connected to the Marina Bay Sands
convention centre and hotel. From
Exit E of the station, you can directly
access the Sands Expo and
Convention Centre. MRT services
to/from Bayfront MRT station operate
daily from approximately 6am to
12am midnight.
